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ST. MICHAEL CEMETERY

GENERAL RULES

 
1)  A Certificate for perpetual use will be issued for each lot.  Each lot Lessee will inform the Parish Office of the name and address of one person who has the authority to receive notices and take necessary action regarding said lot.

 

2)  Cars or other motor vehicles are prohibited off of the roads in the cemetery.

 

3)  The cemetery reserves the right to designate sections for double, single, infant or cremation interments.

 

4)  No transfer or assignment of any plot shall be valid until the approval of the Cemetery Board has been obtained. The Board reserves the right to repurchase any lot for the original price paid for it.  Cost for any improvement made to the lot will not be absorbed by the Cemetery Board. (Plot Lessees who have already placed monuments on a lot shall be responsible for the cost of removing the foundation.) 
 

5)   No tent services are permitted. 

INTERMENT RULES

 
1)  Not more than the remains of one human body shall be interred in a single grave with the exception of not more than two (2) cremains, one stillborn or one infant.   
 

2)  All arrangements for interment and disinterment shall be made with the Church Office.

 

3)  All interments in the cemetery will be in a cave-proof container.

 

4)  No burial will take place without proper permits.

 

RATES AND FEES

 
1)  The cost of each grave in the flat marker section is $450 per grave.

 

2)  The cost of each grave in the upright marker section is $500 per grave.

 

3)  Upon payment in full of graves, a certificate will be issued to each Lessee.
     There will be no burial or placement of markers until lot is paid in full.

 

4)  The Interment fee is $700.  

     The Interment fee for cremains is $200 ($250Saturdays). 

     The Interment fee for the columbarium is $100 ($125 Saturday).
      Interment fee must be paid at time of burial.
 

5.  A 50% down payment must be made before lots can be reserved.

 

6.  The cemetery reserves the right at any time to amend, alter, or repeal any rule, regulation,            

      section, schedule or fee.

 

7.  Persons may make contributions for the care of the cemetery through the Memorial

     Day Envelope or the monthly green envelope when it is marked for that purpose.
ST. MICHAEL CEMETERY RULES & REGULATIONS

1)  Planting of flowers is permitted in the upright monument section of the cemetery.  Plantings must not extend more than one foot from the front of the monument and 6” on the side. No planting behind any stone or marker.

No artificial flowers (unless contained in a vase) will be permitted between May 1 and October 31.
2)  No planting is permitted in the flat marker section of the cemetery.  All flowers must be in vases connected to the markers or on top of the marker 

3)  No fence, coping, enclosure of any kind will be permitted on burial lots.  Boxes (glass, plastic, etc.) shells, stone, gravel, toys and similar articles scattered upon the graves and lawn are inconsistent with the proper keeping of the grounds and will not be permitted.

 

4)  The planting or maintenance of trees or shrubs on any lot is prohibited.  Existing shrubbery cannot exceed the one foot of the height of the monument.

 

5)  The cemetery reserves the right to remove any grave ornament or shrub which has become unsightly. The Cemetery will have the grass mowed.  Any extra trimming will be the responsibility of the Lot Lessee.
6)  The cemetery will level and seed all graves according to season and as weather permits.
 

MEMORIAL RULES
To protect all lot Lessees from having unsightly memorials placed on adjoining lots and graves, the following memorial rules are established:
1)  No monument, marker, or other structure can be placed on a lot not fully paid for.

 

2)  All monuments or markers must be made of either granite, bronze, or marble.

     Monument bases are to be either approved concrete, granite, marble or approved fiberglass.

 

3)  The erection of foot markers is prohibited.

 

4)  The erection of corner markers is discouraged since the cemetery has all rows and sections marked.

 

5)  The cemetery reserves the right to install all foundations for memorials placed in the cemetery.

6)  All upright monuments must comply with the size limitation set by St. Michael Cemetery Board.  Please call the office (588-9800) before ordering a monument.

 

7)  Limitations for upright markers are:  Including the base

Single can be no larger than 36"long x 14" wide x 48"high.                                                     
Double no larger than 72" long x 16" wide x 60" high.

Any larger foundation request needs to be presented to the Board in writing for        consideration.
8)  Lot Lessees who order monuments from the internet are responsible to have someone present to unload the truck, prepay the cost of the foundation and setting the monument. Cemetery is not responsible for lost or damaged monuments. The Church office must be notified of any deliveries.
9)  All monuments, statues, flowers, vases, and ornaments of any kind are placed on grave sites at the lot Lessees risk.
